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Pastor’s Corner 
 

Worship. What’s it all about anyway? It’s easy to 
forget in all the hubbub that we sometimes surround 
ourselves with. Bottom line, though, worship is all 
about praise and thanksgiving to God. Praise to God 
for His holiness, His majesty and power, His 
everlasting loving kindness; and thanksgiving for 
His generosity, for the gifts He has presented to 
each of us, for His salvation through Jesus.  
 
And, worship is also about fellowship, about 
community, about lifting up our voices and our 
hearts together as sinners before our God Almighty. 
It’s about setting aside a place and a time that we 
can all be present together in the presence of the 
Almighty. “Where two or three are gathered 
together in my name, there I will be also,” says 
Jesus. 
 

 
Children’s sermon 

 
How can we go astray in worship, in forgetting 
what it’s all about? Many different ways, perhaps in 
as many ways as there are worship leaders, perhaps, 
even, in as many ways as there are worshipers. But, 
if we keep our minds and hearts on the One above 
we conglomeration of sinners have a better chance 
of gathering together as “one body in Christ.”  
 
This means that we sing praise to God, not to our 
own human “wonderfulness.” God works his will 
through all of us, but that doesn’t mean that we 
humans now become worthy of praise. It’s a subtle 
shift in the tectonic plates that becomes an 
earthquake when we lift up a person’s efforts and 
achievements, rather than that person’s obedience to 

God’s will or a display of that person’s gifts and 
talents, as the object of our worship. We close the 
curtain on God and clap our hands for one of our 
own when, in fact, we are all in the same boat, that 
boatload of sinners. No one person is any more 
worthy than another in the eyes of the Lord. “For 
there is no distinction; since all have sinned and fall 
short of the glory of God,” Paul reminds us in 
Romans 3: 22-23. 
 
Now what? you say. Sounds like we should sit 
around in sackcloth and ashes and spend our time 
together groveling before the Almighty for a few 
scraps that fall off the table. Not at all, for Christ 
has already paid the price for all that is required to 
be robed up in a cloak of righteousness before the 
throne of God. Worship is the time to break out in 
song--in a joyous proclamation of all that He has 
done, in a feast celebrating that we are together as 
one redeemed body of sinners. 
 
We can even work hard at getting ready for this 
event. We practice our lines in reading Scripture so 
that they are meaningfully communicated to the 
congregation. We hone our speaking skills as best 
we can to keep the focus on the Word, not on our 
vocal abilities and clever wordplay.  We prepare the 
altar with flowers that display God’s beauty. We 
light the candles that remind us of the Light of the 
world. We prepare worship folders that keep us 
together in word and song and prayer with a 
minimum of distractions. We dust off the pews and 
get the facility in order so that our time together is 
comfortable. We practice our liturgy, our hymn 
accompaniments, our choir anthems, out guitar 
picking, our drumming. We greet all who come into 
the sanctuary  with a welcoming smile and kind 
words, especially the strangers, so that they are 
comfortable in the presence of the people and in 
God’s presence. All of this human effort so that we 
as the gathering of believers can focus on 
congregational praise and thanksgiving to the Holy 
One above.
