 August 21, 2011 children’s sermon 
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  Pastor’s Corner 
 

My wife and I are still “settling in.” That seems to 
be the operative term in these parts for people who 
have pulled up their stakes and are in the midst of 
plunging them down into the ground in a new place. 
Makes you think about how settled any of us are in 
this geographic space--this planet earth, this 
country, this township, this particular dwelling 
place. We spend bunches of time with our 
possessions—unpacking, rearranging, replacing, 
discarding, and re-using—all in order to settle into a 
place, to make it our own new comfort zone. And 
then we acclimate ourselves to other things new: 
new people, new schools, new ice cream parlors, 
new social traditions, new weather patterns, new 
flora and fauna, a new dump.     
 
We can settle in to a new place in this world, but as 
disciples of Christ, we’re never really settled in, are 
we? Augustine, fourth century monk famously said 
in his Confessions, “You have made us for yourself, 
O Lord, and our heart is restless until it rests in 
you.” You think this is the raving of an ancient 
North African madman, living a life of isolation 
from the real world? One has only to open up to the 
Psalms to find the author there wondering and 
obsessing about the same groanings here on earth. 
Take a look at Psalm 22 or Psalm 121. (I’d quote 
from them, but take the time to read them yourself, 
aloud and all the way through.)  God has made us in 
his own image (Genesis 1:27), made us to be in 
community, in communion, with Him. But we have 
our own agendas, we sinners just like Adam and 
Eve. We want our way, not the Way of the Lord, the 
Way of Jesus, and our lives are often filled to the 
brim with searching out “this, that, and the other 
thing”—anything but the Lord, the Creator, to settle 
into. We seek more information, more attachments 
(or more intense and meaningful attachments), more 
relevance, better perspectives, more openness, more 
money, more recognition, more awareness, more 
spiritual fitness, more simplicity, more quiet, more 
peace, more…   
 
Obviously we need the gifts of food, shelter, and 
clothing. And God has also given us mothers and 
fathers, families and all the social networks that we 
thrive in, as well as talents and skill sets. These are 
the toolsets we need to survive, to “make our way” 

in the world. But, way down underneath all of this 
exercise in living is that restlessness that Augustine 
and the Psalmist speak of—the Lord calling us to 
Himself, calling us to fear and love, to serve and 
obey Him.     
 
It’s easy to ignore this calling in the midst of all of 
our relevant and important lifestyles. And it’s just 
as easy to exchange this calling for all that we’ve 
constructed here on our own, thinking that we’re 
settling in to a resting place on earth. A warm, 
comfortable bed and a place in the community 
become equivalents to that “resting place” in the 
arms of the Lord.   Augustine ran away from home, 
shacked up with a young girl, rejected his parent’s 
admonitions, and delved into all sorts of “modern” 
heresies of the era. An instant reject in the eyes of 
God? Any different from the 21st century 
suburbanite who is faithfully married and attends 
church at least once in a while? Created in the 
image of God, our hearts are restless until we “settle 
in” with Him, until we fear and love Him, until we 
put all our hope and trust in Him.   M y wife and I 
realize that the questions about becoming 
accustomed to this place are about this world, but 
they bring us back to the bigger question, the only 
question really for any of us in the classroom of 
God the Father. “Do you love me,” he says, “do you 
love me with all your heart and all your mind and 
all your soul?” See you in worship.

For 
others, preschool is important so that they can learn 
confidence and start to prepare themselves for time 
away from Mom and Dad. Through the years the 
preschool staff has worked hard to be 
accommodating to the needs of both child and 
parent. We also offer flexible day care hours from 
6:00am—5:00pm.  
 
With the start of the new school year we would also 
like to reach out to our congregation for added 
support in this ministry. Zion is the only Christian- 
based preschool and childcare center in the North 
Dickinson area. Many parents are dependent on our 
services so they can work outside the home and 
have a reasonable day care rate. Since moving to the 
North Dickinson School our enrollment is close to 
twice as many students than prior to the move.

Each kit contains: four 70-page notebooks of wide- 
or college-ruled paper; one 30 cm ruler, or a 
combination ruler with centimeters and inches; one 
sharpened pencil; one blunt scissors; five 
unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers; five ballpoint 
pens (no gel ink); one box of 16- or 24-count 
crayons; one 2.5 inch eraser.

You 
need not donate each of these items, but any number 
of any of these supplies will be put to good use. The 
shopping cart will be in the narthex for your 
donations. The bags for the kits will be provided.

Metro Mouse Muses 
The Gift of the Opportunity to Worship 

 
Hi everyone, can you believe it? Here we are into 
September… The harvest mice are busy and some 
of my friends are already finding new nesting places 
for the winter in some of your homes. Well, I think 
that my church mice friends still have it the best. 
We are always a part of what is happening, and we 
get fed real well. There is always something left 
behind for us. And, speaking of a wonderful place 
to live, this place is also a wonderful place for the 
people who come here. My friend minny Mouse 
said that he is amazed how much the people are 
willing to help at Zion, and there is always so much 
activity, learning, and fun for all. The message I 
hear around here is very clear. The people are 
blessed to have such a wonderful place to gather, to 
do God’s work, and have the freedom and the 
opportunity to learn, to worship and fellowship with 
so many of God’s people. What an opportunity the 
people of this area have at Zion and the other 
Christian fellowships in our little area. It reminds 
me of a story that Papa Pars told me when I went to 
visit him in the old parsonage, which is his home 

and has been for many years. We church mice live 
for a long time and love to share old stories! 
 
He told me how there was a woman who went to 
Zion many years ago. She had a lot of children and 
found it very hard to be able to find a way every 
Sunday to get to church. Times were tough and the 
work was hard. But, she taught her children about 
Jesus their Savior, and tried to get them to church 
whenever she could. Sometimes she didn’t have 
transportation, but there were always others who 
would stop by and offer her a ride.  The kids would 
stuff themselves into the driver’s car and sing all the 
way to church and back. There were times, 
however, that circumstances would not allow them 
to be able to make it. The woman taught her 
children to remember the Sabbath, and to remember 
that even if they couldn’t gather with many, that if 
they gathered as they were able in God’s name, that 
God would understand.. “Wherever two or three are 
gathered in My Name, there I am also”.  How 
wonderful that was…to know that Jesus was there 
as they prayed together and studied God’s Word. 
They still tried to share their worship and praises 
with others whenever they were able. The children 
grew older and so did mom and dad. Little by little 
they became independent, and no longer needed the 
help from their parents. As they grew up and moved 
into their own homes, the woman still reminded 
them to remember all of the things that they were 
taught; especially what they learned from the Word 
of God. She encouraged them to teach their own 
children about God’s gifts to all who believed. As 
the children became parents and then grandparents, 
they also taught their children about God. But, in 
the busy-ness of the modern world, they became 
more and more reluctant to participate in worship 
and study. The aging woman reminded them of the 
importance of praise, worship, fellowship and study 
with others.  Excuses abounded from her children 
and grandchildren referring to their  work, other 
commitments and responsibilities. They did not 
know that she really did understand, because even 
though times were different, she had a hard time in 
her day, too.  The years passed and each week 
whether she could make it herself or not, she would 
ask everyone; “Did you see my children in church 
today?” Those who were there would seek her out, 
speak with her and hug her, but she wanted 
everyone to know that she wished that they would 
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all be there. As time went by,  she continued, and 
continued to ask, “Were my children and their 
families in church today?” If she made it there 
herself and even if she didn’t, she would still always 
ask someone, ”Were my children in church today?” 
Time and life’s work and worry finally wore the old 
woman down and she became weaker through the 
years, along with the life of toil that she had 
endured. She continued to teach her children 
whenever she would see them and remind them of 
the gifts they have been given. She spoke to her 
pastor often, but as she began to realize that she was 
in her final days. She said to him, “Pastor, I pray 
every day that my family remembers the gift they 
have from Jesus. I remind them when I can, about 
how they should be thankful, and how they should 
want to worship and praise our Lord for all he has 
done in their lives. And I ask everyone I see, “Were 
my children in Church today?” I think that they 
know that even if they did not attend, that they 
should still pray and study and praise Him. But I 
still believe that together with others is the best way 
to do this. So I still pray that they remember their 
church home at Zion, and I  have a request, that you 
will tell them this for me please. 
 
She expressed her wishes to the pastor and later that 
year she went to be with her Savior without any 
fear. Together her friends gathered along with 
family and others from afar. She was a friend to 
many, and they all agreed that she would be missed 
for sure.  Then the pastor got up to share God’s 
Word, but, before he started, he had to honor the 
woman’s request.  He stood in front of the church 
and said, “I have been asked to tell everyone that  
this woman is happy, and she knows that she is with 
the Lord and she wanted everyone to know that she 
no longer had to ask, because she knew that 
today…all of her children would be here!
