First Fruits 

Many congregations struggle to be a 
corporate example of first-fruits living. Almost 
every congregation says something about 
individuals giving their money, time, and 
talents to God. They state these gifts should 
be the first and best, not the blemished and 
leftover. But too few corporately practice 
what they preach. They wait to send money 
to mission agencies until they know they can 
pay the light bill and the pastor’s salary – a 
practice they would not want individual 
members to follow with household finances. 
This means the congregations generosity 
comes as a leftover, sometimes after the last 
month of the fiscal year. Instead of trusting 
God, leaders base congregational vision on 
what the financial books said last year. The 
vision is determined by line items, not by 
God’s call. The first and best are not given in 
love, but kept back in case things do not pan 
out until December. Few parishioners can 
articulate this lack of first-fruits living, but 
most feel the effects of the institution’s 
stewardship practice. The theology played out 
in congregational financial management 
speaks as loudly as any sermon.
